The meeting was called to order by Ed Michael.

The Pledge of Allegiance opened the meeting.

Present were Ed Michael and Rick Graves. Absent was Nathan Abrams.

Re: Minutes
[bookmark: _Hlk159314002]Rick Graves moved, and Ed Michael seconded, to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held on March 17, 2026.  Motion passed 2-0.

Re: Claims
Rick Graves moved, and Ed Michael seconded, to approve the claims submitted for Tuesday, April 7, 2026. Motion passed 2-0.


Re: Treasurer- Samantha Mahan- Preferred Method for Addressing Problematic Improvement on Leased Land Tax Sale Issues
Rick Graves moved, and Ed Michael seconded, to table discussion on preferred method to address problematic taxation of improvements on leased land until the next meeting, when the Treasurer is present. Motion passed 2-0.


Re: Surveyor- Ed Strong- Corner Perpetuations- Taylor Township
Surveyor Ed Strong sought approval to begin the 2026  corner perpetuation as mandated by the State of Indiana. Ed Strong stated that a designated area has not been set yet, but that he would like to complete two or three areas associated with Prometheus Energetics this year. Rick Graves moved, and Ed Michael seconded, to authorize Ed Strong to proceed with the corner perpetuation project as he sees fit and as funds become available. The motion passed 2-0.

Re: Clerk- Jamie Thompson- Transition to PayGov
Clerk Jamie Thompson sought permission to switch credit card vendors in the Clerk’s office from All Paid to PayGov.US LLC. Clerk Thompson stated that cash is the only in office payment accepted at this time, and she would like to implement broader use of credit/debit cards. Thompson stated that PayGov provides all their equipment at no cost to the county, and payment options would include local terminal, telephone, web, and smartphone app. Rick Graves moved, and Ed Michael seconded, to approve moving the Clerk’s office to PayGov from All Paid. Motion passed 2-0.

Re: Todd Outdoor Renovations- Mowing Contract- Greene County Community Event Center
Rick Graves moved, and Ed Michael seconded, to approve the renewal of the mowing contract with Todd Outdoor Renovations. The Community Event Center Board are happy with Todd Outdoor Renovations and expressed approval to renew the contract. The only difference in the contract this year is spray removal of weeds in the rock beds instead of manual removal. Motion passed 2-0.

Re: Resolution 2026-02- Authorizing filing of CY 2027 Grant Application for Ride Solutions
Rick Graves moved, and Ed Michael seconded, to approve Resolution 2026-02, “A Resolution authorizing the filing of a CY2027 Application for a grant under section 5311/5339 of the Federal Transit Act, as amended.” This grant will help support capital, operating and feasibility study assistance projects for nonurbanized public transportation systems. Motion passed 2-0.

Re: Commissioner Board Appointments
Rick Graves moved, and Ed Michael seconded, to table the decision to appoint Scott Van Der Aa as the nonvoting advisor to the Redevelopment Commission. Commissioners Graves and Michael stated that they wanted to discuss the matter with Commissioner Abrams and the Redevelopment Commission Board before deciding. State Statute states that the person filling the role should be a school board member in the district or an individual recommended by the school board. Motion passed 2-0.




Re: Greene County Economic Development Corporation
Greene County Economic Development Corporation Director Brianne Jerrels provided the following updates:
1. So far this year, there has been emphasis on Workforce Development by partnering with schools and Wagler Education Training Center.
2. Housing is still a top priority in Greene County.
3. There will be a newsletter released soon from Greene County Economic Development Corporation.
4. All area Superintendents have been invited to discuss VU Hub19, a workforce readiness program introducing careers to students in grades Kindergarten through Twelfth grade. Several volunteers will be needed to present careers to students in all area schools.
5. Monthly meetings continue with Prometheus Energetics, LLC. Prometheus Energetics, LLC is hiring a new engineering firm to move forward with the project.
6. GCEDC assistant Aubrey Banning has been busy with the Revolving Loan Program, GCEDC’s website and social media, and organizing the golf scramble coming up on June 26, 2026.

The Commissioners thanked Brianne for the update. 

Re: County Attorney
Rick Graves moved, and Ed Michael seconded, to approve payment application #1 to Wells Masonry Restoration, Inc. for the Courthouse exterior repairs in the amount of $70,545.33. The Commissioners stated that they reviewed the payment application and are happy with the work thus far. Motion passed 2-0.

Re: Department Head Comments
Shari Lewis from the Greene County Health Department presented the Commissioners with an advance notice on Senate Bill 1577, stating that on January 1, 2027, mobile food truck permits statewide will be increasing. Greene County’s current permit rate is $50.00, and Lewis stated after SB1577 goes into effect, the price will increase to $450.00 as a matter of state law. This new permit will be good for travelling throughout the State of Indiana, not just in Greene County. Lewis stated that $250.00 of each fee collected will go to the state and $200.00 will stay with the county. Lewis stated that restaurants permits likely will increase to $200.00 and temporary events permits will be $50.00. Lewis stated that the permits can still be obtained in Greene County through the Greene County Health Department.  Lewis also stated that there are changes coming with Senate Bill 1424. Lewis stated that this Bill will be affecting the Farmers Markets. Lewis stated that she has a meeting with the Farmers Markets on April 8, 2026, to inform them of the changes that will be taking place on July 1, 2026.

EMS Director David Simpson presented the Commissioners with a request to renew the mowing contract with Root 54 Landscapes, LLC, stating that he has been happy with the service that Root 54 has provided at the Linton EMS Facility. Simpson stated that there is a $40.00 per month increase over last year’s amount. Ed Michael moved, and Rick Graves seconded, to approve the renewal and have the President or Vice President of the Commissioners authorize the agreement when the agreement is ready. Motion passed 2-0.

EMS Director David Simpson also requested approval for the purchase of four heart monitors to replace the old heart monitors currently used in the ambulances. Simpson stated that the Council has approved funding to be advertised and the EMS Board has approved the purchase of the heart monitors. Rick Graves moved, and Ed Michael seconded, to approve the purchase of the heart monitors in the amount of $219,285.77 to be paid from the ambulance’s budgets. Motion passed 2-0.



There being no further business to come before the board, Rick Graves moved, and Ed Michael seconded, to adjourn.  Motion passed 2-0.
